President’s Report

2007 was a very busy and successful year for Campbell Valley Equestrian Society.  We held four very wet dressage schooling days which were very well attended in spite of the rain!  And three cross country days two of which were packed with coaches and riders taking the opportunity to school the permanent and portable jumps in the fields at Campbell Downs.  The Willoughby Saddle Club partnered up with CVES again this year to provide the all around schooling show with jump classes in the afternoon.  Also the board of directors generously consented to allow two jumper schooling days to be held to raise funds for cancer.  The support from the community for the latter raised over 7000 dollars!  

The annual horse trials had wonderful weather and ran fairly smoothly this year.  There were some difficulties on dressage day with the footing becoming torn up by the end of the day and resulted in some clumsy moments.   Cross country day was exciting with the new jumps getting baptized, in a manner of speaking.  New to the course this year was the large Road Crossing or Sunken Road complex for the Pre-Training, Training and Preliminary divisions, the Prelims also had to navigate over the Fort Langley jump complete with water fountains, also both Entry and Pre-Entry had new tire jumps.   Stadium day brought a challenging course full of turns and roll-backs that was guaranteed to keep the riders on their toes, no guarantees if you were not on your game!   

We had a wonderful group of directors last year who along with innumerable volunteers made the horse trials and schooling shows a success.  I would like to thank Heinz Glaser for his many years of forming and supporting the Campbell Valley Equestrian Society. Quite simply, we would not be where it is today if it were not for him and his determination to get things done.  

As many of you may be aware, it is becoming harder and harder to run the events that we provide for the local equestrians and we cannot proceed without getting the support of the riders.  Please help us to continue to service your needs by volunteering a couple of your hours.  You may contact any of the directors or myself to offer your services, sponsorships or suggestions.

The Langley Speedway Historical Society were very busy this year making improvements to the ‘grandstands’, the stairs and the road down to the lower bowl at the park where we  hold our Dressage and Stadium phases.  Due to their hard work there is now a grassy verge were spectators could sit and watch the events below. 

Looking ahead to 2008 we plan to continue to upgrade the cross country course, obtain new filler for the stadium course, work on the footing in the lower bowl and re-surface the footing in the warm up area by the large hogfuel arena.  Event Organizer Russell Petrie will be working closely with Daryl Ramsay our 2008 cross country designer to prepare CVES for a new direction.

New this year was a fun shopping evening at Greenhawk in Dec. for the membership, I hope to offer other opportunities as the year goes.  As always, we welcome your help and input,
